Matters Arising 

Improvements to the Pound Field are continuing to progress

Noticeboard has been ordered – images of information board by St Pirans Church have been sent to the clerk to be included in the installation on Fore Street.

Covered bench for the playing field – the chair has taken images this evening of a suitable location and forwarded to the clerk.
7. Planning – PA22/0265137 – 37 Tresithney Road, Carharrack – Proposed new storage shed within the curtilage of an existing bungalow
Objection – Shed implies a temporary building – the proposal is for a permanent construction.  The plans show that it is intended to be located beyond the building line in a concentrated area of housing with limited parking and garden areas.  The property already has a garage for the safe and secure parking of vehicles.  It is considered inappropriate for this cul-de-sac area and the impact it would have on neighbouring properties.

8. Toilets for the Playing Field – The Easter hire has gone well despite one incident of vandalism which has been reported to the police.  The cleaning and upkeep of the unit has been successful.  Proposal by Cllr Chown and seconded by Cllr Aldridge to hire the single portaloo for the half-term week (including Jubilee celebrations) and the summer holidays.  

Action – Clerk to book the hire from 26th May - 9th June and from 28th July to 8th September 
9. Finance – budget monitoring report has been circulated prior to the meeting but without the 2022-23 budget figures.  This will be corrected in due course.

Invoices totalling £1813.72 were presented for payment.  Proposed by Cllr Chown and seconded by Cllr Clarke.  Cllrs Chown and Aldridge will authorise the payments online

Payroll Administration – the chair explained the necessity to outsource the 
payroll administration.  

Park Stenak Amenity Land – Information from the solicitors had been received.  
It has been read by the chair and it was agreed that Cllr Martin would look 
through the documents and report back any areas that may need to be further 
considered.

10. Future Agenda Items – Purchase of Lightweight Strimmer for Allotment 
Site (Cllr Aldridge will obtain quotes).  Noticeboard for the Pound Field (Cllr's 
Aldridge and Garbett).  Increase Parish Council from 7 to 9 to provide more 
capacity to be able to better support the growth of Carharrack.
