Grant applications- Football club application for a new washing machine, councillors discuss the application. Washing machine will be secure in the changing facilities. Football provides provision for all, community regeneration and development. Proposed Cllr Clarke, seconded Cllr Aldridge. All in favour. Total £349.99. Clerk to liaise with Cllr Chown.
Second grant application for Carharrack village pantry- Councillors discuss the application, Cllr Aldridge and Cllr Chown leave the meeting at 20:05 due to interests in the community group. Remaining Cllrs discuss the grant application. Discuss the previous year and the start of the pantry group. Councillors discuss the financial regulations according to the parish council rules on grants. £500 offered-Stipulating that it is used to support known registered families- Proposed Cllr Clarke, seconded Cllr Garbett. All in favour.  Cllr Chown and Cllr Aldridge return to the meeting at 20:13. 
14. The Pound Field- New fencing for health and safety reasons for the pond in the Pound. New fence surrounding the pond with signs for safety. Proposed by-Cllr Clarke seconded by- Cllr Chown all in agreement. 
Sign design for the Pound conservation area is shown to the parish council by Cllr Aldridge. Councillors discuss the options for the sign, different angles, and materials. Oak quote £700-£1000, Aluminium £755-955, recycled plastic £580-675. Councillors are looking at cheaper options. Size 32” by 20”, 3 feet by 2 foot. Location, inside the gate in front of the Pound. Cllr Garbett proposes to have a wood frame, so it is easy to read for children at a specific height. Accessible for the community. Covered with a toughened plastic. Budget set for £800.00 including installation. Proposed by Cllr Garbett and seconded by Cllr Aldridge. All in agreement.
15. Allotments- New strimmer approved. Proposed by Cllr Chown and seconded by Cllr Garbett.
16. Agenda Items- Magazine costs and advertising, Land on Pennance road, bus shelter glass.
17. AOB: Toilet for the playing field, coming in on the Thursday, no staff to clean it during half term and empty. So it may need to be locked, if it is full. 

Planning applications: 
PA22/03939 Proposal Certificate of lawfulness for the existing use of a chalet positioned within the confines of an equestrian centre for residential use. Location Primrose Villa Chenhale Carharrack Redruth. The Parish council do not think it is suitable accommodation and feel it would open the door to build a permanent dwelling on site and encourage other people to acquire residential accommodation that is substandard. Opposed.

PA22/03968 Proposal Replacement roof structure, ground floor extension, loft conversion and associated works. Location Kresta Little Carharrack Carharrack Cornwall- replacement of roof and loft conversion. Roof and dormer. Parish council approve this application.
