Chair Welcome - Chair welcomes everyone to the meeting. It is noted that Carharrack has 
appeared on the news twice on TV recently. ITV news and Walk the Railway.

Declarations of interest- Cllr Clarke: PA21/09903
4. Public Participation
Member of the public speaks for PA21/09903, quotes the planning register rules. The building will exceed building regulations, insulation etc., sustainable. Policy 7 isolated homes in the countryside. Policy 3, infill, and settlements. It is slightly outside the parish, 
equestrian buildings, previously developed land. Cllr Martin asks what use it will be for? Answered that the Intended use is for an open market dwelling. One bedroom property. No members of the public have objected todate.

Two Members of the public and owners of a piece of private land over which a section of footpath No 4 runs presented their case and its issues.  To be discussed further – item No 13 on the agenda.

A draft letter has been provided by the St Day and 
Carharrack Climate Action Group - Cllr Garbett- penultimate paragraph needs to be removed as it is 
about a different village.  Chair to redraft and circulate making it more personal to Carharrack. To 
be ENDORSED and finalised via email.

Landmark Tree- (a) Cllr Garbett- ash tree on the Shute has deteriorated due to Ash Die Back 
infection. Consideration of having the landmark tree sited at The Pound. Discussion about the ash 
tree and if it needs to come down, concerns about the community reaction.  Clerk to obtain a 
quote for the ash tree removal and report back to PC. Proposal from Cllr Garbett to take tree down.

(b). Could ask the new tree warden to help with the planting of the tree.

13. 
Footpath No.4- Location details provided to Parish Council and map provided.  Path and woodland 
area known.   Does the Parish Council have an obligation to change the PPO or maintain its original 
route.   This is an issue which needs to be dealt with in the first instance by Cornwall Council.  The 
path according to our LMP is cut at the discretion of the Parish Council.  Can the landowner put in a 
permissive path? Agreement needs to be obtained on the exact route of the definitive path so that 
its future maintenance can be carried out where applicable. 
The Parish council were not in receipt of original complaint.  The Parish Council can contact the owners to ask what they would like them to do. The definitive path will be cut by the Parish Council. Clerk to contact previous contractor, if needed. Action- to look back through the records to see which was cut. Action-Contact Cornwall Council environment team to ask them to come out and identify the path and cut it, so it will be clearly marked.

 Tree Warden- Chair reads application from member of the public. Cllr Martin informs the parish 
council that the previous warden was the clerk. Cllr Garbett- define the role. Clerk to make 
enquiries. What is the scheme? Ask local clerks what they do?

Items for the next agenda-To note that the old animal feed store is overrun with rats. Contact CC 
and owners to say what’s happening. Residents in Foxes row are having problems.
