OM19/04 2. Chair welcome: Cllr Holland welcomes everyone to the meeting.
OM19/04 3. Declarations of interest: none
OM19/04 4. Public Participation: A member of the public raises the issues of the crossing for the children on their way to school. SEND request for the park. Second member of the public speaks about the crossing for the children. Resident on Sparry lane has noticed the chain is broken on the boundary to the park. Update on the climate action report, is it there for public. Chair responds to the issues raised and the climate change report is being discussed.
OM19/04 5. Cornwall Councillor’s Report: Dog thefts and recycling. Relaxation of restrictions. Repainting of the road markings. Footpaths have been cut back. Cllr Holland has done a litter pick. Parish Council thank Councillor Kaczmarek for all his help and support as councillor over the years.
OM19/04 6. Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 22nd March 2021.

Approved by Councillors.
OM19/04 7. The Pound Information Sign- Cllr Garbett reports. Long process to get a wildflower meadow. Seeds have been planted but overwhelmed by the grasses. Yellow rattle planted to let wildflowers come through. Review of the pond and wildlife. The sign to show what is going on. Discussion ensued with all councillors. Huge history of the pound and what it was and what it was used for over the past 200 years. Request to ask Eric Rabjohns about the history. A2 size or A1 size approximately £500 for a sign. To look at other options or sponsorship. The pond looks messy, but it might be worth getting quotes for a new lining. It was not put in properly before. Look to get more information to go forward and advertise in the parish magazine deadline 7th May. Bird boxes suggested for the pound, requested to have some built for the trees for next year. Trees are doing well.
OM19/04 8. Allotments- Cllr Aldridge reports. All plots have been taken with waiting list for 4 people. Not likely to have any plots free for the next year. Open day being prepared for. Cllr Aldridge has been working hard. Cllr Constables daughter to help Cllr Aldridge with a project for the entrance to the allotments. Wildlife camera installed because the potatoes have been dug up by foxes. The camera is to see what is happening. Allotments are running very well. Need to agree on a date for the open day. To judge the plots and the produce end of July. August for open day and prize giving. Approach Barncoose nurseries and Warrior garden centre for judging and prizes/sponsorship. 17-18th July for judging. Open day Saturday 24th July for open day 10-2 and prize giving. To contact the local garden centres to ask when they are available. Possibility for teas and cakes.

Planters have been adopted by the parish council. Look for volunteers to look after them, Parish council to pay for the plants and seeds. Looking for confirmation from ICE group before moving forward.
OM19/04 9. Litter Picking- 30th April or 9th May for an organised litter pick. Cllr Aldridge to collect the rubbish bags at the end to dispose of at the recycling centre. Litter pickers at the Mills Hall. Volunteers to possibly do a regular litter pick. Member of the public has volunteered to help and lend litter pickers. Friday 30th April 6.30pm for a litter pick.
OM19/04 10. Defibrillator- Waiting for a response from the church to approve the location in the porch.
OM19/04 11. Footpaths and Bridleways-looking for a new officer. A new volunteer to feedback the conditions of the paths and report back to the Parish council. To advertise in the magazine for a new person/s. A group are keen to discuss the bridleways with the Parish council. A map has been sent to them for perusal. Building relationships. Mobility scooter access, independent access group. To find footpaths for disabled users. New project, councillors to feedback their views in the next meeting to make the footpaths more accessible. Possibility for wheelchair users to be able to use a circular route. Village to be accessible for all.
OM19/04 12. Elections- Cllr Pearson to retire form the council, due to other commitments. Will be a vacancy for the Parish council, to advertise after the election.

Elections- two public meetings: meet on Monday 10th May to sign forms and then a meeting on zoom on 17th May for a public meeting. Clerk to seek guidance about protocol. 
OM19/04 13. Cornwall Association of Local Councils- Approved for 2021. Proposer Cllr Chown, seconder Cllr Aldridge 
OM19/04 14. Speed and Village Traffic- Cllr Holland looked at signs that have been put up in Carnon Downs, but they are not necessarily legal. Signs that come on and off as you drive towards them. Discussion ensues by whole council about a sign that shows the driver’s speed. As a follow up, the council to investigate the local sign and who services it. To look at the speed signs, 20 is plenty to be a community-based group. Cornwall Councillor following up the signs. Suggested that it needs to have speed bumps in areas that have problems with speed. The Parish council would like to see something to slow people down.
OM19/04 15. Finance- Looking at the budget report. Tomas Hill reports to the Parish council. Total Finances: £886.11 Plus CALC membership £587.17 Finance- Proposer Cllr Chown  Seconder Cllr Aldridge APPROVED
OM19/04 16. Mining Trails Leaflets- The leaflet links to the website. The website views have gone up since the lockdown.  During the pandemic 24,000 people went onto the Mining trails website for information. Looking for a place to put the leaflets for the community. Discussion of where to put them ensues. A dispenser for the leaflets. Suggestion for a little café on the cycle trail.
OM19/04 17. Cornwall Council/Utilities Companies Notification of Scheduled Works- Cllr Aldridge reports. Needs to be communication from the Cornwall council contractors when they are going to cut down trees or dig holes in the road. Clerk to post updates as they are emailed in advance, as updated from the countryside team from Cornwall Council.
OM19/04 18. Planning- Application PA21/02968 Location: Gershoms Ark Wheal Damsel Road Carharrack            Redruth Applicant: Mr And Mrs N Hutchings. Consent given previously by the parish council. Notes from Cllr Martin due to sound issues. “I would like to see a Condition attached, should Cornwall Council grant permission, limiting the use of this building to that as indicated in the application -- a gym/office complete with a shower and toilet (when such facilities are available only a short walk away in the house) could so easily become separate accommodation/holiday let!” Cllr Martin. Other council members agree. No objections, but concerns that the gym and office do not become a holiday or residential let.
