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Ordinary Council Meeting Minutes – 21st June 2021

OM21/06 2. Chair welcome: The Chair opens the meeting and welcomes everyone.

OM21/06 3. Declarations of Interest from Members/Dispensations: None
OM21/06 4. Public Participation: Member of the public reported concerns about the condition of the wall on either side of the entrance to Croft Row.  Raised awareness of the application by  Chenale Farm which may see the hedge on the opposite side of the road being removed and narrowing of the road from The Pound Crossroads.   Concerns raised on grounds of environmental health regarding a neighbouring property.  CC Donnithorne advised that this is reported to Cornwall Council.  The Parish Council agreed to support with the reporting on this occasion.
OM21/06 5. Cornwall Councillors Report : Report circulated via email prior to the meeting.  Cllr Donnithorne invited to add any up-dates.  This included highway management and The Pound crossroads. Informed the meeting of site visit with Adrian Drake.  Looking into possibility of installation of a pedestiran island at The Pound.  Reflective bollards now in situ at the junction with United Road.  Thanks to Mark Kaczmarek for his earlier input on these issues.  Cllr Donnithorne reported that he is now the Chair of the CPIR and Mining Villages Community Network Panel.  Discussions will be taking place with interested parties regarding areas of the cycle route which cross the busy roads.  Community Chest funds are not yet available.  Looking to provide funds to the Carharrack Football Club for groundworks.
OM21/06 6. Council Meeting: Minutes from April 2021 (Zoom meeting) and May ACM 2021: Agreed as correct records and signed by Chair.  

 Matters arising/updates: Fencing in the park damaged where trees came down this has been reported. Volunteer has come forward for one of the village planters. Litter pick successful.  The overgrown gully in Sparry Bottom has been reported to Gwennap Parish Council.
OM21/06 7. Traffic update :   Cllr Aldridge asked that a message is put into the next Parish Magazine asking residents not to park on the pavements in and around the village. This is of particular concern where pedestrians have to step out into the road because the pavement is inaccessible.   Advice to be sought from the police.
The chair spoke of the need to encourage the local commuity to support the “20 is Plenty” campaign.  Carharrack is not the only village faced with issues of traffic speed.  To have a better change of a positive outcome we need to be seen to be active on this issue.  

CC Donnithorne advies that Cornwall Council is looking to start a countywide policy over the coming months.  We need to find out where the information from the speed sign at The Pound Crossroads is recorded.  This will add strength to the case for our village.  The setting up of a Speedwatch team would be an advantage.  Need to locate the speed gun which is believed to be held by someone in the village.  We need a lead councillor to work with Cllr Donnithorne on this issue.  No volunteers at present.

Installation of a pedestrian/vehicle counter at the Pound crossroads later in the year.  The cost of this to be shared with St Day Parish Council.  Cost will be in the region of £500.00.  Proposal to support this made by Cllr Chown and seconded by Cllr Constable.  Cllr Martin supporting.  Add to July agenda to confirm exact costings involved.
OM21/06 8. Presentation from Philip Ladd: Philip Ladd and Roy Ladd provided some outline plans for the Parish Councillors for the building of approximately 50 homes on land behind Alma Terrace.  Their intention is to put in a pre-application to determine whether this would be considered as infill or rounding off and what the development could accommodate.  25% would be affordable housing.

Questions were raised and discussions included the following:

The properties would be timber framed.  The impact that 50 new homes would  have on the village, school, traffic and services.  There is a desperate need for affortable housing to keep young people within our communities and the effect of the sale of many rental properties within the County following the pandemic is going to impact even more on our communities. The demand for housing and the price of property has risen sharply.   

In order to progress with the development there has to be consultation on the needs and type of property required.   Feedback from within the community is required. 

People are downsizing, relocating and there are different needs with regard to access for wheelchairs and an ageing population.  Poldory had restrictions which had to be met by the buyers – local connections.  Section 106 applied to the development which would include a contribution to the community. 

Location of entrance from the road.  Increased traffic.  Sufficient parking spaces to allow for visitors.  Footpath from the development onto Squire Lane allowing pedestrian access to the village.

Climate Change Emergency – environmental impact of the build.  Focus on energy efficienty, biodiversity and an ecology area of 15% of the area.  Tree canopy, hedges to be retained and provision for wildlife habitats within the development.

Timescale will be 12 – 18 months for the planning and 3 years before the build will commence.

The Chair thanked Messrs P & R Ladds for their presentation and invited them to return to up-date the parish council in the future.
OM21/06 9. Allotments: Cllr Aldridge up-dated the Parish Council on the arrangements for the Open Day on 24th July.   Local company are providing the judges.  Social distancing, hand sanitizer and recording of names/phone numbers.  

Four year plan has been drawn up and previously circulated to the Parish Councillors.  There is a focus on the environment. 
Plot fees are not in keeping with the dimensions of the plots at present.  The following proposal put forward to commence in the year 2022-23.  

All plot fees for exisitng plot holders to increase by £2 each.  There is to be an additional annual charge for a large polytunnel of £3 and for a small polytunnel of £2.  

From November 2022 any new plot holders will pay a fee based on the dimension of the plot at a charge of 60 per square meter.
Proposer : Cllr Constable Seconder : Cllr Garbett 

This will need to go onto the next agenda for ratification.
OM21/06 10. Co-opted Vacancy: Details previously circulated to the Parish Councillors.  Discussion took place and it was agreed to accepted the application from Mr Roger Clarke to fill the co-opted vacancy.  Clerk to contact Mr Clarke and provide the necessary paperwork.
OM21/06 11. Defibrillator: The Church has kindly offered to have the defibrillator in their porch. Clerk updates the parish council. Costs to be circulated by the clerk for a final decision on which defibrillator to purchase as agreed at the January 2021 meeting.
OM21/06 12. St. Day and Carharrack Climate action group:  Cllr Garbett provides a report to the meeting which includes the following: Developing links with the school. Working towards a reduction in waste and enhancing green spaces.  Promotion of wild areas in gardens.  “For Peats Sake” group to educate and support the use of peat free compost across the community and also the allotments.   On-going development of green spaces at The Shute and The Pound.  Weed treatment at kerbsides needs to be discussed further and Carharrack is doing well with regard to recycling.

The meeting was advised that the children from St Day and Carharrack Community School attended the playing field today and feedback will be provided for the next meeting.  

Climate Action Plan as provided by St Day & Carharrack Climate Action Group has been reviewed for Carharrack and circulated to all Parish Councillors prior to the meeting.  The Action Group will take the lead and the Parish Council will support where it is deemed able to do so.  

Cllr Aldridge expressed concerns about the disposal of plastic when the Household Recycling Centre closes.  Household recycling to be placed onto the agend for next month.

Cllr Holland: Proposes the adoption of the Climate Action Plan and seconded by Cllr Aldridge

OM21/06 13. Mining Villages Regeneration Group: Cllr Martin provides a report following his attendance at the physical meeting in May which was also the AGM.   New representatives in attendance from the Parish Councils.  Discussions included the websites and that all parish councils should provide links on their own websites.  The lockdown's saw an increase in the use of the cycle routes and bridleways and a noticable increase in the number of people out of county who have visited the websites.  The churchyards website is being looked at globally.  The issue of locations where the mining trails come onto or cross the busy roads is being discussed with Cormac and solutions sought. Of particular concern is the area around Scorrier crossroads.  Cllr Donnithorne looking at the safety concerns there. Meeting concluded with parish council reports. Everyone has been busy despite the lockdowns. Cllr Holland was also in attendance. The mining trails from Sparry Lane towards Rosewood Farm has been put forward for maintenance work and widening in the autumn to make it accessible for all users.

Representation from Carharrack Parish Councill to all future meetings is essential 
OM21/06 14. Parish Magazine Review:  Parish Councillors were happy with the quality of the magazine and the cost was comparative with the previous printer.  Clerk to contact Control Print to check how many copies will be printed on future runs.  Cllr Chown reviewing the rounds for everyone and we have three volunteers to help with future deliveries.  
OM21/06 15. Planning applications:

Cllr Aldridge leaves the meeting prior to discussion 19:38hrs

Cllr Martin and Cllr Garbett have no objections.   Cllr Constable, Cllr Chown and Cllr Holland differ to agree saying that it could impact on the buildling line in this road, neighbouring properties and open up the road for more extensions thereby reducing the amount of drive parking available with more cars on the kerbside.  

The owner of the property in attendance and asked to speak.  Commented that their planned extension is not as large as other's on this road.

Divided on the decision.   Vote took place Cllr Garbett and Cllr Martin propose to accept the application- supporting a no objection.  Cllr's Chown, Constable and Holland oppose on the grounds that it could have a detrimental impact on the future street scene and increase kerbside parking.

Cllr Aldridge returns to the meeting.

Insufficient parking for home owners and visitors which could overspill onto the road.  Access from the site onto the busy and narrow road leading up from The Pound crossroads.  Seconded by Cllr Constable.  All in agreement.
OM21/06 16. Finance: Budget Monitoring Report had been circulated to all Parish Councillors in advance of the meeting.  Invoices totally £1,646.34 were presented for payment and listed on the report.  In addition a cheque was requested by Mr Hill (RFO) to open the new online bank account.  Proposed by Cllr Chown  and Seconded by Cllr Aldridge. No objections.  

Mr Hill provided the Parish Councillors with an outline of how the new account will operate once it has been set up.
