Cornwall Councillor's Report- Report circulated prior to the meeting to all Parish 


Councillors.  Additional Points 

Footpath between Consols Road and Wheal Maid – one gate remains bolted.  This remains a legal issue between Cornwall Council and the landowner.

Chain link fencing on the hedge at the lower side of the playing field needs attention.  This has been reported previously but wil be followed up.  CCTV for the playing field is a consideration for the future (October Agenda item)

The Pound junction crossing improvements will be dependent on available budget, results of the pedestrian count and implementation of a 20's plenty campaign.  CC Donnithorne will run his own survey (October/November) to gauge public support/interest for reducing traffic speeds across the mining villages.  This will feature in our next parish magazine.

CC Donnithrone met with members of the St Day & Carharrack Climate Action Group with a view to increasing area of wildlife habitat.  Research is being conducted.  Parish Council at the present time is unable to take on any more areas of responsibilty/ownership.

Play Field Toilet Facilities – Helen Mulhern had been invited to speak about the process of 

applying for funding for the inplementation of Changing Places facilities for people with 


disabilities which includes adult changing facilities.  Helen offered to help find fundraiser 

for the toilets for the community but emphasied that this was the “easy” part of the 


process.  Soucing a location, planning permissions, water supply and drainage accessibility 

and day to day cleaning are some of the considerations for further discussion.  The Parish 

Council thanked Helen for her time and overview of this as a possible route for the village.  

Cllr Garbett reminded the meeting that the toilets that had been in the park were removed 

due to vandalism.  There is a need for a toilet facility in the village and a short term solution 

needs to be found.
 

The portaloo hired over the summer had proved be much appreciated by many but it had 

been pushed over and later removed by the company.  Research will be done to pre-book a 

portaloo for next year on a longer hire.  Security must be a priority even it if entails 


chaining to the park railings.  Cllr Constable suggested Mobiloo as a possible solution.

St Day and Carharrack Climate Action Group - Cllr Garbett reported the following:

Roaming banners are at the entrances to the village.  These are the first ones to go up.  They will rotate with those placed at St Day.

Peat compost refill station at the Mills Hall 9am -12 noon on Saturday 18th September.

Rake and Cake at The Pound – very successful – a great atmosphere and most significantly a large turnout to support.  Thank you to the “green” community.

Great Big Green Week from 26th September.  Events include Seed Search and Plant Based Picnic.  Community Reycycling Facility.  Cllr Holland reported that the “green” walkabout was very positive and worthwhile.
