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Ordinary Council Meeting Minutes – 22nd March 2021

OM22/03 2. Chair Welcome:  Cllr Holland welcomes everyone to the meeting.
OM22/03 3. Declarations of interest: None expressed
OM22/03 4. Public Participation: A member of the public asked to speak and raise the issue of speeding. Would like to ask for the 20 is plenty campaign to be reinstated. Crossing at North Hill junction. Concerns have been raised by the public via social media. Parish Council responding to the issue raised. Cllr Garbett speaking about the police checks they have done in the past showed that traffic was only going at the speed limit, and the speeding was not a problem. Parish council to look at past minutes and will be discussed at the next meeting at how to move forward.
OM22/03 5. Cornwall Councillors report: Councillors report previously circulated to Parish Councillors via email. C.C. Kaczmarek updates the Parish council about Wheal Jewel.  Concerns about motor bikes riding off road illegally. Most of the Cornwall Council budget is allocated to Adult  Social Care. Huge cuts made by the government which has impacted the highways budget and there is no funding available for road crossings from Cornwall Council. Double yellow lines have been put into the centre of the village.  The doctor’s surgery in St. Day is being built. Fly tipping been reported.
OM22/03 6. Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 15th February 2021. Approved by Councillors.

 Matters Arising: The Mills Hall is happy to support the Parish Council in providing a public toilet for the village in anyway it can but is unable to provide any financial support. Guttering which runs onto allotment site from neighbouring property to be reviewed on next site visit. Waiting for a new quote for the play equipment form a different company.
OM22/03 7. Tree distribution update: Cllr Garbett ordered 300 trees from OVO energy, arrived 1st March. All trees were collected by members of the community to plant within 3 days. 12-13 trees to be planted at the pound, need photographs to send to OVO to show they are being planted responsibly. Cllr Garbett advertised the scheme on social media and the community responded. Ask the community to take photos of the trees they have planted.
OM22/03 8. Allotments: Cllr Aldridge reported that the shed repair is now necessary to prevent further deterioration.

The new hardstanding area needs to be extended beside the shed to allow for a wider turning space.  The contractor is going to attend to this at no further cost.

One or two issues with local residents parking too close to the entrance to the allotments making access difficult on occasions but overall the new hardstanding area has reduced parking on the road.

Quote received for the shed roof repair and considered for APPROVAL:  Proposed: Cllr Chown Seconded: Cllr Garbett.  No objections - Approved

There was correspondence from a member of the public regarding the safety of the material laid at the allotment entrance. The contractor had been contacted and Cormac and the plainings were deemed safe by the environmental manager and have been tested for coal tar contamination and it has been confirmed that they comply with all safety requirements.

Plans for the harvest festival/Open Day will be considered when we are able to do this. One issue with a single plot has now been resolved.  Plot 1 has been offered to the community for anyone with issues of mobility but there have been no takers.  This will now be offered to those on the waiting list.
OM22/03 9. Park Stenak: Chairperson Holland updated the council about recent events. It had been boarded up so there was no access recently but a litter pick had been carried out by a member of the public.  Issues of the space being used as a dog exercise area have been highlighted.

The amenity area had been handed to Kerrier District Council to maintain originally and then it was taken over by Carharrack Parish Council and the previous clerk attended to its on-going upkeep.  In light of this Tomas Hill was able to provide councillors with information that the Parish Council does have responsibility to maintain the area as a green space.

Concerns about access have been raised by local residents.  The access path is not clear and needs attentions.  Safety and accessibilty need to be looked at and when it is safe to do so a site visit will be organised meeting with some of the local residents.
OM22/03 10. Dog Fouling: The Cornwall Council scheme was previously circulated by the Chairperson. Cllr Chown advises on two specific areas that are an issue. Clerk to register with the scheme.  Cllr Aldridge is hoping that as lockdown lifts the dog fouling will decrease. Proposer: Cllr Chown Seconder: Cllr Aldridge -  No objections.

OM22/03 11. Parish Magazine: Chair thanks Cllr Garbett for his hard work as editor. Costings and environmental impact of printing the magazine have been reviewed and three quotes obtained. Cllr Constable asks where the St Day magazine is printed. Cllr Chown approves of one of the quotes locally. Cllr Garbett keen to try a local company, reducing the transport miles, creating more local employment. Proposal to change to Control Print in Redruth for the next edition.  Proposer: Cllr Aldridge Seconder: Cllr Garbett.  No Objections.
OM22/03 12. Gypsy and Traveller Forum – attended by Cllr Chown limited reporting possible due to confidential nature of the meeting..
OM22/03 13. Defibrillator: Cllr Chown suggests the siting of a new defibrillator near the church. Discussion about electrical points for the new site. Would be very visible at this location in the centre of the village. Clerk to contact the Church to ask if they could accommodate this.
OM22/03 14. Mining Villages Regeneraton Group report: Cllr Martin had attened on behalf of Carharrack Parish Council  Unfortunately the sound connection was of poor quality and it was agreed that the minutes would be circulated to all Parish Councillors.  
OM22/03 15. VE day Sign: Information about a VE town sign for display on a lamp-post had been previously circulated to all Parish Councillors.  Cllr Aldridge suggests that the sign is displayed at the Lanner side of the village, beneath the large tree by the bench.  Cllr Garbett disagrees with having a sign and feels that we should “move on” from the war, but agrees to support the majority decision.  Proposer: Cllr Chown Seconder: Cllr Constable.  No Objections.
