2. Chair Welcome and acceptance of the standing order and code of conduct- Chair welcomes all to the meeting, accept the standing order and code of conduct.

4. Public Participation

Looking at August to have the competition. Harvest festival, hoping to have it at the allotments weather depending. The volunteers assisting Cllr Aldridge will be filling out an application form as volunteers for the allotments.

10. Report from Mining Villages Regeneration Group Meeting- Cllr Holland reports, limited representation from other councils. Planning officer spoke at the meeting. Cllr Holland and Cllr Aldridge discuss the meeting with council. Chair would like to look at maps and history of Carharrack, Cornwall mapping. If there is any knotweed in the village, there is a contractor that can be contacted. Safeguarding- looking at providing a safeguarding training programme for the local community with a DBS check. They’re looking to spend money on a project for all the mining villages. Reports of illegal uses of the public rights of way. Mining trails brown signs, CC meeting with the group to look at updating the signs. Discussion ensues. Useful meeting. Reports to be sent out to whole council for interest.

13. Teracycle station- Chair reports to council about a suggestion about a teracycle station for the community. Discussion ensues about the concept. It doesn’t seem to be practical for the parish council to maintain. There are other avenues to explore.
Number 5 from the agenda, moved to this part of the meeting as CC Donnithorne arrived later due to another meeting- CC reports to the council. Waste policy starting to take forward the policy of weekly food waste. Weekly waste collected. Then fortnightly black bag collection and fortnightly recycling. Spring 2024, hoping to implement this. Bus passes have been supported by the cabinet, free for residents with disabilities and pensioners. Free bus pass for 300 care leavers in Cornwall. Devolution deal has been axed. Could be a possibility for a Cornish assembly. 20mph speed limits, plans being worked out. Potential for the whole village to be 20mph. Pound crossing has now been approved. Waste recycling centre will stay open for the foreseeable future. Trefula care home to be sold as a site for another care home to be built that is more suitable for the location. This will open up more care spaces for the community.
