PUBLIC CLINIC
There was no Public Clinic at this meeting. All matters to be noted or receive debate had been raised at the Annual Open Parish Meeting held immediately before this meeting and to be dealt with later on the agenda.
Police Report – The Clerk had established that five crimes had been recorded by the police during February, all under the heading Violence & Sexual Offences:
Two at Church Street Under investigation
Two at Trevince Parc Unable to prosecute suspect
One at Pennance Road Unable to prosecute suspect
Cornwall Councillor Mark Kaczmarek reported:
· The Geothermal Project is to receive a royal visit at the end of the month – no further details at this point. There had been two complaints regarding early morning noises coming from the rig. These ‘clunks’ had been investigated by Geothermal Engineering and an apology both given to, and accepted by, the complainants. There has been some interest from businesses considering relocating to this area in order to take advantage of the heat being created;
· A rabbit cull at the United Mines Landfill Site on 10th April had been cancelled;
· He had requested improvements at the point where the bridleway meets the highway near the iron bridge at Pennance Road to allow horse riders to pass in safety;
· A request had been received from the Mills Hall Trust for a contribution from his Community Fund towards the cost of replacement curtains;
· He is supporting a planning application to extend the life of the Household Waste Recycling Centre at United Mines for a further 4 years but would prefer this to be for a much longer period.

ENVIRONMENTAL ISSUES
Footpaths
The Clerk reported that a claim for had been submitted in February to Cornwall Council for payment under the Local Maintenance Partnership for the 2018/19 season but nothing had yet been received. A prompt had been made.
Gavin Henderson, Senior Countryside Officer, had again been reminded of the need to reinstate the fallen fingerpost sign at Sparry Bottom – the response had been that this job had not been forgotten but is low on the priority list.
C.C. Kaczmarek left the meeting at this point, 8.20 p.m.
Carn Marth Trust
Cllr. Garbett reported attendance at a recent meeting of CMT where drainage needed at a part of Carn Marth had been the main issue debated. A mobile toilet is now available on site and five events have been arranged for the coming season at the theatre.
Highway Matters
Nothing to record.
Litter Picking
The session held on Friday evening, 5th April, had seen Cllrs. Williams, Martin, Aldridge, Garbett and Gardiner, plus the Clerk, in attendance but only two parishioners. Cllr. Garbett apologised for overlooking putting up notices to publicise the event. A further session to take place on Friday evening, 21st June.
Recreation Ground
The Chairman expressed disappointment that all of the wooden fencing at the playing field had been removed by Cornwall Council rather than the fallen section being repaired but perhaps new fencing will appear at a later point in time.
Carharrack News Quarterly Magazine
Cllr. Garbett indicated that 9th May is the deadline for items to be submitted to him for inclusion in the Summer edition.
Defibrillator
Linzi Berryman had obtained a quotation of £225 for the installation of the AED at the Mills Hall from SJ Electrical Installations of St. Day with a further £175 for the additional exterior twin socket requested by I.C.E., the overall charge to be reduced by £50 if the works are carried out at the same time. She is awaiting approval from I.C.E. for their involvement. It was suggested that two electricians who advertise in Carharrack News might be interested in quoting for the jobs – the Clerk to notify Linzi Berryman of this.
Notice Boards
The first of the four notice boards in the village to be refurbished had just been reinstated by the contractor but Councillors had not had the opportunity to view them in daylight – judgement was therefore deferred.
Cllr. Mrs. Constable left the meeting at this point, 8.40 p.m.
UNITED MINES LANDFILL SITE
The Clerk had received notification that the rabbit cull planned for 10th April had been cancelled “on health and safety grounds”.
GEOTHERMAL PROJECT
The latest update on progress had been received and to be included in the circulation folder at the close of this meeting. Drilling had reached 4,580 metres, the deepest hole ever drilled in the U.K.
ALLOTMENTS
The Clerk reported that he had undertaken restoration work at the entrance gate where deep ruts had been caused by plot holders driving into the site on days when it really was too wet to do so. The Chairman indicated that at the request of an occupier of a house immediately next to the Allotments and with no other access, she had given approval for a lorry to be driven into the field in order that scaffolding could be erected to enable repairs to the house to be carried out.
The problem of dog mess is continuing with one particular plot holder who has three plots at the bottom end of the field complaining to the Clerk about mess being discovered behind her shed. She has a three year old child who often accompanies her to the Allotments and finds the situation far from pleasant. It is not clear whether dogs are being allowed to roam by plot holders or gaining access to the field over or through a hedge – observations to be carried out.
The Clerk had come to an agreement with a longstanding plot holder to give up the plot she has held for 14 years due to lack of time to give proper attention to it. She is to, however, retain a small plot on which she has fruit growing.
The strimmer used by plot holders was reported as not functioning and the Clerk had attempted to service it but without success. The machine had subsequently had the carburettor cleaned and new air and fuel filters fitted at a cost of £59.81. RESOLVED to settle this account.
