PUBLIC CLINIC
Mr. Dyer raised a concern regarding a possible revised system of Cornwall Council’s collections of waste from Croft Row, commenting that 60 bags of rubbish could be put out to be picked up at any one time. C.C. Kaczmarek indicated that he would give details as part of his monthly report.
Mr. Evatt asked why Parish Council minutes could not appear on the Council’s website in a draft form rather than not appearing until the following meeting has taken place. The Vice Chairman indicated that this Council prefers to have the minutes confirmed as being correct before appearing on the website, a situation that has always applied. Mr Evatt also raised a concern about vehicles being damaged in the village centre and asked if surveillance cameras could not be installed to identify the culprits. C.C. Kaczmarek responded by outlining his proposal to have double yellow lines installed near the Church Street/Higher Albion Row junction in an attempt to make this area more user friendly for motorists, pedestrians and certainly bus drivers using this awkward junction, feeling that this would be a better solution to the problem than having cameras installed.

Cornwall Councillor Mark Kaczmarek reported:
· In response to Mr. Dyer’s concern raised in Public Clinic, he gave some details of proposed alterations to Cornwall Council’s waste collection service, these to be confirmed in due course;
· Regarding the Biffa contract for waste collection across the whole of the county which expires next year, there have been no expressions of interest from any companies to take on this contract;
· He fears a rise in fly tipping and welcomes information on anything experienced by Councillors;
· He had received a leg injury recently when challenging a motorcyclist using Carn Marth. After a conversation with him, the rider had sped away at speed, showering his leg with grit. The incident had been reported to the police where the advice had been not to challenge those behaving inappropriately if walking on your own;
· An abandoned car at Sparry Lane, reported to him by the Clerk, had been notified to C.C.’s Environmental Health team and the police for appropriate action;
· He had also followed up a complaint from a resident of Martha Villas, passed on to him by the Clerk, regarding persons sleeping in the road at The Shute and using the water source for washing purposes;
· He had enjoyed a visit to the Neighbourhood Watch Coffee Morning recently;
· He will be auctioneer at a Harvest Festival gathering at the Cornish Arms, Frogpool shortly when it is hoped to raise money for charitable causes.

Cllr. Garbett reported that there had not been a recent meeting of CMT.
Highway Matters
Cllr. Aldridge reported that the hole in the highway at Tresithney Road had been promptly attended to by CORMAC following her requested e-mail to C.C. Kaczmarek after the July meeting.
Litter Picking,
Two factors resulted in the planned litter collection on Friday, 27th September being postponed. One was that posters advertising the event had not been placed on the notice boards and the second was that Cornwall Council could not provide the usual equipment on that day from the Truro office but could do so from the St. Austell office. A new date in the early months of 2020 to be decided upon at a future meeting.
Recreation Ground
Police had followed-up the nuisance caused by youngsters using the field late in the evenings as reported by Mr. T. Thomas at the July meeting, with PCSO John Thorne monitoring the situation.
Carharrack News Quarterly Magazine
There had been problems with the number of copies of the Autumn edition of the magazine being supplied by Mixam UK, the printers. They subsequently supplied a digital reprint of 135 copies, these turning out to be identical to the originals. It was RESOLVED to increase the order to 700 copies for future editions following considerable work by Cllr. Mrs. Chown in drawing up revised delivery rounds for Councillors for which she was thanked, as was Cllr. Garbett for editing another fine issue. The closing date for potential inclusion of items for the Winter edition was confirmed as being Thursday, 7th November.
Web Site
Disquiet was expressed concerning our website in comparison with those of neighbouring parishes and the Vice Chairman invited fellow Councillors to view these sites so that the matter could be debated at the next meeting. The Autumn edition of the parish magazine has yet to appear on our website.
Defibrillator
There are currently no signs around the village confirming that a defibrillator is available at the front of the Mills Hall and it was agreed that this situation should be addressed. The Clerk was aware of the source for such signage and it was RESOLVED that he obtains suitable notices for display.
Notice Boards
The Clerk regretted that he had not been able to find the time to improve the surface of the boards but it was noted that all boards are being used by various organisations.
Climate Emergency
Cllr. Garbett outlined a number of issues he is following-up as a result of the views expressed by those attending the Summer Fair on 20th July.
Phone Box
It was RESOLVED that with the phone box being in such a poor condition and there being no positive suggestions for future use if this Council were to adopt it from BT, there is no point in pursuing this option.
Tree problem
Cllr. Aldridge gave what limited information she had to hand concerning a fear expressed to her by a parishioner regarding a tree standing on land not owned by her that would cause damage if it fell into her rear garden. The Clerk undertook to visit the lady in question and establish the full story and take appropriate action.
UNITED MINES LANDFILL SITE
Nothing to record.
GEOTHERMAL PROJECT
It was noted that the next meeting of the Liaison Group will be at the end of October, the exact date to be confirmed.
ALLOTMENTS
The Clerk detailed correspondence in relation to an ongoing problem of land saturation at the top of the site, the situation being made worse by plot holders continuing to park their vehicles inside the site rather than leaving them outside following wet weather. The matter had been referred to C.C. Kaczmarek who had, in turn, passed it on to Rob Nolan, Portfolio Holder for Environment and Public Protection. Mr. Nolan had responded by saying that it is not a S.W. Water issue; not a Highways issue and not a flood risk so it didn’t come under his Portfolio. He thought that Property might be the next department of C.C. to become involved. The Clerk had then written to Jon Mitchell of that department requesting a meeting at the Allotments so that he could see where it is being suggested that water is coming from to, if not causing the saturation, being a contributory factor. No response had been received from Mr. Mitchell. C.C. Kaczmarek requested a further e-mail from the Clerk on this matter.
VILLAGE REGENERATIONN
1. Pound Footpath. Nothing to record.
2. Pound Field and building. Cllr. Garbett, who had been unwell, reported that he had yet to make arrangements
for the field to be strimmed after which the cuttings are to be raked off by volunteers from this Council.
3. Mining Villages Regeneration. Cllr. Martin reported that the next meeting of the M.V.R. Group will be at
Chacewater on 14th November. An invoice for £100 had been received from the Group representing the annual
donation made by parish councils towards operational costs. RESOLVED to settle the invoice.
4. Iron Footbridge. It was noted that work to upgrade the condition of the bridge by C.C. has yet to commence.
5. Park Stenak. To be strimmed shortly.
6. Bus Shelters. With the quotation by Cornwall Glass, used many times in the past to repair the shelter at the
Mills Hall, being easily beaten by Chance Glass and Glazing Ltd of Hayle, the Clerk had given instruction for
the latter to replace the vandalised pane of glass, giving the location as being the Mills Hall, Fore Street.
Unfortunately, the glazier arrived in Carharrack at the ‘wrong’ end of Fore Street and, seeing the non-urgent
broken glass in the bus shelter near Carharrack Stars, set about replacing that pane. This was witnessed by Mr.
Evatt who indicated to them that the appropriate shelter requiring attention was at the other end of Fore Street.
The Clerk received a telephone call from Chance Glass who apologised for their error and offered to install glass
at the correct shelter for the cost of the glass alone, no charge being made for labour involved. An invoice has
yet to be received for the overall job but it was RESOLVED to have a signed cheque made available to the Clerk
so that payment could be made without a delay.
7. Mills Hall. A letter had been received at the commencement of this meeting from Ian Holland of the Mills Hall
Trust seeking a donation towards operational funds. RESOLVED to donate £400, as last year.
