Ordinary Council Meeting Minutes- 18th January 2021 

6.45pm start Held Via Zoom
OM18/01 1 Apologies: None

All Parish Councillors Present: Cllr Holland, Cllr Martin, Cllr Aldridge, Cllr Chown, Cllr Garbett, Cllr Constable, Cllr Pearson, T. Hill (RFO), J Picton (Clerk)

Cornwall Councillor Mark Kaczmarek and 3 members of the public
OM18/01 2 Chair welcome: Chairperson welcomes everyone to the meeting
OM18/01 3 Declaration of interest: Cllr Aldridge and Cllr Pearson- allotments
OM18/01 4 Councillors report: A report had been circulated to all Parish Councillors prior to the meeting.  CC Kaczmarek gave a report on local and current events. Reiterating the social distancing rules. Cornwall Council to be distributing more food parcels in the coming weeks. General discussion during which CC Kaczmarek emphasized that he was there to help with any situations that may arise in the coming weeks if assistance was needed.
OM18/01 5 Public Participation: Food Pantry update from the organisers of the group. General question and answer session took place.  Chair thanked the organisers for their attendance and update, and it was clear that any issues or problems were being resolved or dealt with on a regular basis.  
OM18/01 6 Defibrillator: Fee to pay for the servicing of the defibrillator at The Mills Hall. Cllr Chown would like to see a second one at the other end of the village. All in agreement to pay for the servicing fee - Proposer: Cllr Constable, Seconder: Cllr Chown
OM18/01 7 Previous Minutes: All in agreement that they were a correct record and duly signed by the Chair.  There were no matters arising.

OM18/01 8 Allotments/Trees: Cllr Aldridge updated the Parish Council about the on-going maintenance to the site regarding the area of hard-standing and widening of the gateway/entrance.  It was suggested by T. Hill that the Parish Council should consider joining the National Allotment Society for future guidance and advice. Proposer Cllr Chown, seconder Cllr Aldridge – no objections.  An area of fence needs to be installed on the wall adjoining Poldory which is clearly being used as a route through the allotment site.  On ground of Health & Safety it was agreed for the contractor currently on site to undertake this work.  Brambles have encroached upon and damaged a neighbouring property shed roof.  It was agreed that Cllr Aldridge would ask the contractor to undertake this work.

Cllr Garbett updated the Parish Council about the trees being given to the village for planting. 300 trees arriving in March, they need distributing around the village. Ideas required on how to distribute the trees when they arrive.   To be advertised in the parish magazine, posters on the notice boards and perhaps a date/time when they could be collected from a central location in the village.

A brief discussion took place and it was agreed that there are no objections from Carharrack Parish Council for either application.
OM18/01 10 Park upgrade: Clerk informed the Parish Council that there were no members of the public that came forward to consult about potential new park equipment after this was put out on the Facebook page.   Discussion took place about possible ways in which this could be moved forward. Possibility of having a toilet facility built in the park. CC Kaczmarek advised the Parish Council about the previous public toilets that have been in the park and the requirements to have them removed.  Also raised awareness of the cost of running and maintaining public toilets about the problems experienced at Lanner.  He advised the Parish Council to ask the Mills Hall Trust to open the toilets in the hall as these are the nearest ones to the park.  Funding possibilities are likely to be limited from Cornwall Council.  Attempts, when feasible, will be made to have a public consultation to move forward with some new park facilities.

OM18/01 11 Finance (regular) – Budget monitoring report had been circulated to all Parish Councillors prior to the meeting.  £28,500 remains available, if £20K is used for the improvements in the park this still leaves £8,500 available.  Further grant funding could be provided before year end.

There will be an audit fee this year due to the pantry grants which came to the village via the Parish Council's bank account.
