With no elected Chairman and the Vice Chairman, Cllr. Martin, still being abroad, it was RESOLVED that Cllr. Garbett become Chairman for this meeting.
PUBLIC CLINIC
Mr. Dyer raised five matters: (a) the road surface at the United Road junction with Fore Street, near the Mills Hall, has become deeply scarred by heavy duty lorries making a turn there. C.C. Kaczmarek responded that he had been made aware of this situation and had involved Cormac in finding a solution; (b) vehicle parking at the bottom end of Pennance Road is causing a dangerous situation for motorists. C.C. Kaczmarek responded that he is preparing a list of highway marking that will tackle this problem; (c) some manhole covers on Trevarth Road are much lower than the road surface, thus causing bumping. C.C. Kaczmarek took note; (d) commercial waste is being left on the roadside at Chenhale Farm. C.C. Kaczmarek took note; and (e) Fir trees are overhanging the pavement at Higher Albion Row, causing pedestrians to have to step into the road to pass them. The Clerk to action.
Mr. Cottell felt that an article that has appeared in the Chacewater monthly parish magazine covering Distraction Burglary should appear in the next edition of Carharrack News. Cllr. Garbett, Editor, agreed. He also commented that a manhole cover near the village store is “clunking” – C.C. Kaczmarek took note.
Mr. Thomas complained that youngsters using the Recreation Ground late into the evening, even at midnight, are yelling loudly and causing a disturbance to normal life. To be debated under Police Report.
Mr. Roy Ladd, having provided Councillors with a sketch of the early stages of a housing development he is proposing for fields he owns to the rear of Alma Terrace, sought Councillors reactions. Matters such as types of dwellings, highway matters, parking, schooling availability, etc. were raised, the consensus of opinion being that a Consultation Event should take place at the Mills Hall where parishioners would have the opportunity to see details of what is being proposed. Mr. Ladd agreed.

Alma Terrace
It was agreed that the Clerk notifies the police of the late night disturbances at the Recreation Ground so that, perhaps, a P.C.S.O. could carry out a survey on a few evenings to try to establish who the culprits are.
Neighbourhood Watch Report – Mr. Cottell gave publicity for a Coffee Morning, with various stalls, to take place at the Mills Hall on Saturday, 17th August from 10.00 to mid-day.
Cornwall Councillor Mark Kaczmarek reported:
· The two Biffa waste bins at the Pennance Road lay-by have been removed at his request;
· Improvements are being made at the Pennance Road junction with the bridleway so that horse riders have a safe crossing;
· Parking at Foxes Row is another area causing concern. He is to have a meeting with a Cormac officer to debate this and other such problems with the intention of double yellow lines being introduced;
· The Geothermal rig has been dismantled and removed and he is pleased that the project has introduced investments in the surrounding area;
· A lithium project is about to start locally;
· A doctor’s surgery at neighbouring St. Day has received planning permission;
· The Summer Fair at the Recreation Ground had been successful;
· He had encountered some seven youths riding motorcycles with no number plates and hiding their faces at Carn Marth on Sunday morning last. After they had switched their engines off, he had informed them that they should not be there but had no positive response. He is to patrol again on future Sunday mornings to see if they re-appear;
· He has written to the Environment Agency regarding waste management licences that have been issued and the need to follow-up some situations;
· The Household Waste Recycling Centre at United Mines has been given a four year extension of life but he is keen that it remains as a permanent facility for the Mining Villages.

Footpaths

Cllr. Garbett reported that a well attended Miracle Theatre production had taken place last Saturday at the theatre.
Highway Matters
Cllr. Miss Aldridge reported a hole in the highway at Tresithney Road. C.C. Kaczmarek indicated that he would take action if Cllr. Aldridge sends him an e-mail covering the situation.
Litter Picking,
It was reported that the session held on Friday evening, 12th July had seen seven pickers setting off around the parish but with a far less than usual amount of litter being collected. It was assumed that parishioners are being more responsible. It was RESOLVED that a further session be held on Friday evening, 27th September with the Clerk making the usual arrangements.
Recreation Ground
Nothing further to record than covered in Public Clinic/Police Report
Carharrack News Quarterly Magazine
Cllr. Garbett confirmed that the deadline for items for the Autumn edition is 7th August. Cllr. Mrs. Chown volunteered to act in a liaison capacity in respect of items for the magazine involving St. Day & Carharrack Primary School.
Defibrillator
Linzi Berryman had requested from the Clerk confirmation of the date for this Parish Council’s July meeting and was thus expected to be present but this was not the case. It was considered essential that suitable notices are displayed around the village to make known the availability of a defibrillator at the Mills Hall and Cllr. Garbett indicated that he would contact Linzi to establish if she has taken any action on this point.
Notice Boards
The Clerk apologised that serious family health problems had prevented him from attending to the suggested improvements to the refurbished notice boards but that the situation would be followed-up as soon as possible.
C.C. Kaczmarek left the meeting at this point, 8.40 p.m.
Climate Emergency
Cllrs. Mrs. Chown and Garbett had circulated questionnaires at the Summer Fair seeking comments from attendees on what changes they would support in Carharrack to challenge Climate Change. From the results obtained, Cllr. Garbett is to prepare an article for the Autumn edition of Carharrack News.
Community Governance Review.
Gwennap Parish Council had proposed a change to the boundary line that would result in all buildings at Chenhale Farm/Poldice Valley Equine & Events Arena and some properties in Consols Road being appropriately in Carharrack Parish rather than in Gwennap Parish, as at present. RESOLVED to support this proposed change.
Phone Box
Cllr. Mrs. Gardiner had advised the Clerk that the phone box at Higher Albion Row had been further damaged by vandals and that she had carried out temporary repairs. On visiting the box, the Clerk had established that BT had placed a notice inside stating that due to very little use, they intended to remove it. The notice gave 42 days from the date shown, 3rd July, for any comments to be submitted to BT. RESOLVED to contact BT to establish what conditions apply to the box being taken over by this Council.
Cllr. Mrs. Constable left the meeting at this point, 9.15 p.m.
UNITED MINES LANDFILL SITE
Nothing to record.
GEOTHERMAL PROJECT
Geothermal Engineering Ltd. had notified this Council that drilling of both wells had been completed, one reaching a depth of 5275m and the other to 2393m. The rig has been removed and a start to the testing phase of the project started. Peter Ledingham, Project Manager, had later advised that two seismologists from British Geological Survey will be in the area attempting to gather information on the precise location of seismic events that the drilling has caused and source mechanisms. He welcomes this work since it will provide good information for G.E. Ltd.
ALLOTMENTS
The Clerk had met Cllr. Aldridge at the Allotments on 12th July to have a tour of the site and identify plots where little or no cultivations have been carried out this season. Plot holders were subsequently contacted by the Clerk and most had made some effort to improve the appearance of their plots. The site is currently looking better than it ever has. A leaking tap had been replaced by the Clerk. Cllr. Aldridge reported that long standing and multiple plot holder Geoffrey Heather had been admitted to Treliske Hospital on the Monday of Stithians Show with a heart condition. Councillors wished him well.
The Clerk reported that an invoice had been received from South West Water for supply from 24th April to 5th July but based on a wildly inaccurate estimated reading, the charge being only £58.33 for a period when a lot of water would have been used by plot holders. The Clerk had taken an accurate meter reading and submitted it to S.W. Water but a revised invoice has yet to be received. RESOLVED to make a signed cheque available to the Clerk for completion when the invoice is received.
