1. Remembering Councillor Roger Clarke- The chair reads her speech to council about the sad passing of councillor Clarke, the parish councillors remembers all of his hard work and commitment to the parish council. “He will be fondly remembered by us and our sincere thanks go to him for all that he did for this community.” Cllr Holland.

2. Persons Present/Apologies - Apologies Cllr Constable, Cornwall councillor Donnithorne. Present councillors- Holland, Payne, Garbett, Aldridge. Clerk- Mrs Picton

3. Chair Welcome and acceptance of the standing order and code of conduct- Chair welcome and welcomes all to the meeting.

5. Public Participation- None present.

6. Cornwall Councillors Report - Report read by chair after being circulated this morning via email a discussion ensues about issues raised.

7. Parish Council Meeting Minutes for the meeting held on Monday 16th January 2023
To be taken as read, approved, and signed. 
These are proposed by Cllr Aldridge and seconded by Cllr Garbett. There are no matters arising.


8. Parish Councillor Resignation - Resignation from councillor Chown. The chair reads a letter to the parish councillors from councillor Chown.  The parish council will be advertising for a new councillor. The parish council would like to thank Cllr Chown for her 14 years of service to the community it is proposed by Councillor Holland and seconded by Councillor Aldridge to purchase a gift, the clerk to organise.

9. Carharrack News/Parish Magazine - The magazines are to be collected by the chair and distributed by councillors and volunteers, the council has discussed the rounds.

10. Community Accessible Noticeboards- Councillor Holland leads on a discussion to replace the notice boards in the community. The boards are agreed to be replaced, quotes are presented to council from two companies. They’re going to be a similar size as before with a header on top with the parish council name. One will be wall mounted and one will have posts, this will be at park Stenak the notice boards can be replaced at the Mills Hall and Park Stenak a discussion ensues about the costs and locations they are for community use the councillors discuss the details the clock is to ask Cornwall council about fitting the new notice board at Park Stenak the proposed by Cllr Aldridge, seconded by Councillor Payne. Clerk to action the order.

11. Local Maintenance Partnership Agreement 2023-24 - Local maintenance partnership or LMP. Councillor Holland discusses the LMP and the funding. Boundary lines have changed, the Clerk to check the funding costs. LMP agreement signed by the Clerk and Chair.

12. Refreshments for Parish Council meetings- Councillor Holland proposes to purchase parish council owned refreshments. The parish council decides to have a £50 budget. This is proposed by councillor Aldridge and seconded by councillor Holland.
13. Allotments- Cllr Aldridge reports. During Cllr Aldridge’s absence another plot holder will be the port of call for the allotments. On the 15th of July there will be judging of the plots and on the 22nd of July there will be prize giving. There will be a first second and third prize and newcomer prize and the best bee flowers. There will also be a scarecrow competition again this year and there will be a local celebrity judge this year. It will take place on the 16th of August. For the competition judging, prize giving to be discussed as there is a need to look for sponsorship in September. There will be a harvest festival on the 2nd of September it will be weather depending, as it might be at the allotments, or it might have to be in the Mills Hall again. There will be donations of produce to local care homes, it will be three care homes this year. Stithians show have approached the allotments holders up to produce some vegetables for the Stithians show. There have been two plots that have become available, and these have both been filled from the waiting list.
14. Finance-
· Clerks’ salary, home working allowance plus any reimbursements
· Payments due via direct debit invoice: Website £19.99 + £2.40
· Water bill amended.
· Finance £7,000 will be going to the pound crossing as a contribution as discussed in previous meetings. The total for this month is £708.31 proposed by Cllr Aldridge and seconded by Cllr Payne. Cllr Payne to be set as an authorisation person for the bank account, clerk to organise with the bank. 

15. Report from the Mining Villages Regeneration Meeting- Cllr Aldridge reports to council, the contributions have been requested to increase £100 per year 21st of May. Karen Jeffries how to insulate your home on a budget at the social club. There has been an illegal use of the Mining trails, people abusing the trails. Mining trail information boards to consider for the future. Congratulations to chair of Carharrack parish council for her in-depth reports offered to the Mining Villages group meetings. There is a discussion that ensues with councillors.

16. Cultural/Creative Event or Activity for the Community- Cllr Holland offers an opportunity for any events to take place. Any ideas for the community? Possibility for a theatre group to attend in the village and put on a performance. Cllr Payne suggest to ask for ideas in the next magazine from the public. Social media suggested to be used as well, there's also suggested to have a band day in the park.

17. Defibrillators- Defibrillators Ronnie Richards charity. Clerk to contact the church again for permission to have the defibrillator there, as it is a great place to have it. The social club could also be a possibility. Discussion ensues between councillors, this is then proposed by councillor Holland and seconded by councillor Aldridge. Clerk to follow-up and action. There will be an article to go in the magazine after the defibrillator is installed.
18. Report from CPIR & Mining Villages Network (MVRG) Meeting – Cllr Holland reports. Pool school is growing vegetables. Businesses are going to the school and showing opportunities for the students. Redruth school are recycling and environmental issues are being looked at. Carharrack are part of Camborne and Redruth, which potentially going to be made to be a larger area. Community funding will be available, lots of support for grants from Cornwall council £2,000 to £25,000 will be available. The Chair has requested for funding immediately. Anti-social behaviour in Camborne has risen. All communities would like 20 is plenty. Devon and Cornwall police are encouraging dash cam use and reporting.

19. King Charles' Coronation- The coronation ICE are organising a cream tea, there will be a community choir as well. Cllr Aldridge investigated bunting for the community, councillors discuss costs, the chairs suggests that plants in red and white and blue would look nice at each end of the village, a discussion ensues. Councillors decide that the bunting and the flags might be a little bit too much for the community so they would prefer to stick to the flowers.
