Your Cornwall Councillor

Dear neighbour,

Can | start by wishing you a Happy New Year. | hope you
were all able to spend time over Christmas with family,
friends and loved ones. And to those of you who serve in
our public services, emergency services or volunteered to
help others during the festive period, can | say a thank you
on behalf of all of us.

It has been a busy few months. My family welcomed our newest addition, our
beautiful daughter Flora, to the world. Both Mum and baby doing well — and
can | thank all of you who have sent kind messages of support.

Coming to Cornwall Council news, it has been a very busy few months.

Budget

The last few months have been busy at New County Hall with us trying to
deliver a balanced budget. | know residents often ask ‘what do we get for
our council tax?’. And the obvious answer is we spend an incredible amount
of money (your taxes) on Children Services and Adult Social Care. And these
services are facing unprecedented growth — both in terms of people requiring
services, an increase in the complexity of services required and inflationary
pressures.

That said, we see other comparable councils across the Country that are both
cutting more services and putting council tax up by a lot more than we are
planning to do. That is because we have ran the finances with control and
competence - despite very difficult decisions having been made, and plenty of
mistakes along the way.

As your local Councillor, | have worked hard to secure funding for our area. We
are seeing more investment in fixing roads, building safe crossings (I am still
waiting for Carharrack Pound crossing to be finished properly!) and helping
local groups with my Community Chest to provide important services for local
residents.



Devolution

The new Government have published their Devolution White Paper — including
how they want Councils to look in the future. The Labour Government have
been clear — that if Cornwall is to get devolution (more money and powers to
spend that money being made in Cornwall) this will require Cornwall to join a
Devon Cornwall Combined Mayoral Authority. | am not in favour of this policy
and will be working at the Council to ensure that Cornwall’s unique heritage
and place within the United Kingdom is recognised. But we must also do this
working with a Labour Government that have a clear policy framework — and
my concern is that they will starve us of the money, powers and devolution
that we need to grow our economy, create more jobs and strengthen Cornwall.

In the time | have left as your local Cornwall Councillor until the May elections
take place, | will continue working hard, being visible and taking up local
casework to help as many people across Carharrack, St Day and Redruth
Central as | can.

Pound Junction Crossing

It is really frustrating that Cormac have paused the construction of the safe
road crossing — but | have been told this is a frustrating delay caused by the
National Grid and they are waiting for a connection. This was booked in well in
advance of the construction start date, so this delay is frustrating. | have asked
Cormac to put back temporary flashing lights which have been done to reduce
this as a hazard until completion. And | am hoping that by the time you read
this, this will be sorted and done and irrelevant!
