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Ordinary Parish Council Meeting Minutes – 24th January 2022 OM24/22

DRAFT MINUTES 
1. Persons Present –  Cllr Holland (Chair),  Cllr Chown (Vice Chair), Cllr Garbett, Cllr Aldridge, Cllr Clarke, Cllr Martin.

Apologies- Cllr Constable and CC Connor Donnithorne.
2. Chair Welcome- Chair opens the meeting and welcomes all to the meeting
3. Declarations of Interest from Members/Dispensations- None

4. Public Participation- One member of the public, Trees on the bank by the bus shelter are making the area very dark.  There has been some vandalism to the bus shelter. Cllr Garbett responds. Trees belong to Cornwall Council. Has spoken to CC Connor Donnithorne about the situation. An Member of public asked who was reponsible for the cutting of the hedges on the road from The Pound crossroads to the T-junction at Vogue by the public house.  A request to display the Parish Council minutes on the noticeboards at the social club.  Concerns raised about the opening of a disused gateway at Chenhale Farm. Cllr Holland informed the meeting that this has been reported and is being dealt with by CC. Donnithorne and Cornwall Council.  


5. Cornwall Councillors Report - Update on current issues from C.C. Connor Donnithorne, circulated to all Parish Councillors prior to the meeting.  In addition to the report  the highway’s budget has been increased and the Parish Council have been invited to put forward any areas in and around the vilage that need improvement and to be added to the list to be put forward by CC Donnithorne.  Motion proposed for an island pedestrian crossing at the Pound crossroads and for improved road markings at Brokenshire Corner.  Proposed by Cllr Chown and seconded by Cllr Aldridge.  Any further areas for consideration to be passed to either the clerk or driect to CC Donnithorne.

6. Parish Council Meeting Minutes for the meeting on 13th December 2021.  Agreed as a correct record and proposed by Cllr Chown, seconded by Cllr Aldridge and signed by the Chair.

Matters to note: 

A letter has been sent to Ladds Builders asking for the amenity area at Park Stenak to be gifted to the Parish Council.

The land registration for The Pound is registered to Carharrack Parish Council c/o Cornwall Council

Invoices from CALC have been received and are listed for payment at this meeting

Work on the hedges at Sparry Lane and on the allotment site has been completed

Quotes for a covered bench for the park have not been obtained yet

Ash Tree with Ash Dieback Disease on The Shute has been cut down and the Landmark Tree planted.

Plastic Free Initiative to be promoted via the next Parish magazine and Cllr Holland to lead

7. Defibrillator- The meeting was infomed of an increase in the cost of the defibrillator from the company we had been working with.  Cllr Aldridge suggests we seek alternative quotes.  All in agreement. 

8. The Queens Platinum Jubilee- Cllr Chown opens the discussion with ideas for the Queen's Platinum Jubilee Celebrations. Cllr Aldridge suggests the park for a picnic -  PC could provide refreshments. Suggestion that the P.C. could provide a gift to commemorate the occasion. General discussion considering the best way forward and ways of seeking support from the wider community.   Parish Council  agreed the following: Cllr Clarke to liaise with the school to find out what plans were in place. Clerk to contact the ICE community group to ask if they were considering any event.  Parish Council and Carharrack Social New facebook pages to be used to gain some indication of the support there is for a celebratory event in the village.  Cllr Aldridge agreed to act as initial point of contact for the Parish Council.

9. Maintenance in The Pound field- Cllr Garbett concerned about the pond in the field and the damaged fencing. Clerk to continue seeking relevant companies to conduct an assessment.   Contractor needed to be found for future grass cutting (late June/Early July and October). Information board text being compiled.  Clerk to look for sign makers and obtain costs.  After discussion it was agreed to ask our local contractor to visit the site and discuss some of the immediate and longer-term areas of improvement with Cllrs Aldridge and Garbett. Cllrs.  All in agreement that it was time to move forward with planned improvements at The Pound Field.

10. Finance

Update provided on the requirements to appoint an external auditor for end of year 
accounts- Parish Council APPROVE decision to look for external auditor. Proposed Cllr Holland 
seconded Cllr Chown.  

Appointment of Parish Councillor for quarterly internal audit inspections for 2022/23 financial year.  Cllr Clarke volunteered.  APPROVED. Clerk to liaise with Cllr Clarke.

11. Planning
PA21/09415 Proposed residential dwelling and detached double garage.


Location -  Land Southwest of Grove Vista, Trevarth Road, Trevarth, Carharrack. 


General discussion – noted that the building is already well under construction and has been for 
some time.  Appears to be a quality build and no objections. 

12. Noticeboards- Cllr Holland provided a previously circulated PowerPoint. Cllrs discuss having something more substantial for the village as current noticeboards are no longer suitable or reflective of this village.  The noticeboards sited at St Piran's Church and Mena Carne/Park Stenak are the most prominent and seen by all who pass through the village.  Examples of the types of boards available and an idea of cost was provided to the meeting.  Discussion on most suitable location followed and it was agreed to source a locaton and obtain quotes for two new purpose build noticeboards.  One for Parish Council minutes, agenda and notices which is locable and a second board for community use.  

13. Litter Picking – Cllr Holland informed the meeting about a scheme set up in Newquay via “Clean Cornwall” whereby residents are responsible for litter picking in a specific area. After discussion it was agreed that this would not be suitable/workable for Carharrack and that we would continue to encourage residents to keep the village tidy and the next litter pick will take place in the spring. Cllrs commented on the great job being done by Cornwall Council in keeping our litter and dog bins emptied on a regular basis.  Cllrs reminded to report any incidences of fly tipping direct to Cornwall Councill  

Cllr Martin reported that he had found someone who cleans the bus shelters in other neighbouring villages and it was agreed that they be asked to clean the two bus shelters in Carharrack.  Cllr Martin to organise and liaise with the clerk.

14. Report from CPIR and Mining Villages Network Panel Meeting – Cllr Holland and Cllr Chown had attended this meeting via Zoom.  The focus was on young people.  Various organisations and professionals working with, and supporting, young people in this network area gave presentations.  Emphasis on communication with young people and  finding out what they are interested in.  Cornwall College has a strong support system in place but referrals for mental health have increased.   Young people need places to meet with friends and/or adults for support, friendship and guidance.  Discussion about the younger people in this community, their use of the playing field as the only place to meet.  Efforts to be made for the P.C. to engage with the younger members of our commuity.  Attendance at these meetings is very helpful in raising awareness of wider issues.

15. Agenda Items for the next meeting – Noticeboard quotations.  To approve an external auditor. To approve a contractor for the LMP.
