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Ordinary Council Meeting Minutes - 15th February 2021

OM 15/02 1. Persons Present/Apologies
Present:  Cllr Holland, Cllr Aldridge, Cllr Garbett, Cllr Chown, Cllr Constable, Cllr Martin.

OM 15/02 2. Chair welcome: 
Cllr Holland welcomes everyone to the meeting.
OM 15/02 3. Declarations of Interest from Members / Dispensations: 
Cllr Holland – Item 14 on the Agenda - Mills Hall grant application
OM 15/02 4. Public Participation: 
Questions from Members of the public regarding the accessibility of the link to the virtual meetings. This will be reviewed, and the meeting I.D. and passcode made more readily available.  Issues of dog fouling and a number of thefts in the village recently raised and CC Kaczmarek answered questions, a general discussion took place and the chair reminded everyone that we must remain vigilant and report any suspicious activity as quickly as possible.  Dog fouling will be placed on the agenda for March.  
OM 15/02 5. Cornwall Councillors Report: C.C.Kaczmarek gives his report adding to the written report which has been circulated to the Parish Councillors in advance of the meeting. Increased observance of fly tipping an issue.  Report any incidences to Cornwall Council and they will attend.  Anti-social behaviour – we have a new Police contact.  The new surgery for St Day will begin construction soon.  Reinforced message for everyone to adhere to the guidelines in respect of the on-going pandemic.
OM 15/02 6. Minutes of the meeting held on January 18th 2021
Agreed and signed by the Chair.  

No Matters Arising – meeting advised that a letter has been sent to the Chair of the Mills Hall to begin to look at all possible avenues at the Hall to find a possible solution to providing access to public toilets.

OM 15/02 7. Localism Vision & Strategy: 
Report from Chair Cllr Holland.  Cornwall leading the way with localism agenda. Examples in our village are the Covid 19 support group and food pantry.  It will require active Parish Councils with an objective to enhance and improve the lives of all people in Cornwall and create long term sustainable communities.  Hopeful that the speed of change is within the capabilities of this Parish Council but further meetings and training will be available.
OM 15/02 8. Carharrack & St. Day Climate Action Group: 
The Climate Action Group had provided an Action Plan for our consideration.  The Chair read the email received from one of the group members which reiterated that if a Parish Council has declared a Climate Emergency then it makes sense to have an Action Plan.  Prior to the meeting the draft plan had been circulated to all Parish Councillors.  Cllr's Garbett and Holland to review in more detail and report back.
OM 15/02 9. Presentation from South Crofty Mine: 
Representatives from Cornish Metals provided a presentation to inform the Parish Council about the plans for the development of a site at the Tuckingmill Valley which would process the materials taken from proposed drilling sites at United Downs.  Five possible locations have been identified.  Proposing to start drilling in April and have started to consult with local residents and businesses on the site.  Area required for the drilling rig would be 20m x 20m and only a small rig to be used.  They will be taking core samples, no vibrations or noise.  Questions were asked – the programme to last approximately six months.  Cllr Garbett advised that an article will appear in the next parish magazine and includes contact details for local residents.
OM 15/02 10. Park Upgrade/Improvements: Clerk gave report to the Parish Council. Chair discusses budget and options. To look at other suppliers for best value for money. Discussion ensues with Parish council. Look at options for SEND. Parish Councillors agree to move forward with the park, general agreement. Clerk to look at options for other quotes.
OM 15/02 11. Bus shelter maintenance: 

Repairs caused by vandalism have been completed.  Consideration of a company to clean the bus shelters once a month was considered but far to expensive.  Cllr Aldridge would like to continue cleaning the bus shelters and Cllr Chown has offered to assist whenever possible.  
OM 15/02 12. United Downs Deep Geothermal Project: 

Cllr Garbett up dated the meeting on recent developments and activities and continues to attend the fortnightly webinar sessions on behalf of Carharrack Parish Council. 
OM 15/02 13. Allotments: 

Update from Cllr Aldridge about the new entrance, more accessible for the plot holders. Grass seeds to be put down, 2 large flower beds for wildflowers. Contractor put up a wooden frame to block a gap in the hedge. New apple trees for the orchard. Shed roof has gone rotten, needs to be replaced. Plot 48 observations to continue. General discussion took place, and it was acknowledged that these improvements will encourage all plot holders to enjoy the site and this in turn will be most beneficial to overall wellbeing.  One issue to consider is the guttering from the neighbouring property which causes all their rainwater from the roof to flow onto the allotment site.

Thanks, from the Chair to Cllr Aldridge for all her hard work and to the contractor who carried out a great job in the most terrible week of weather.
