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Ordinary Council Meeting Minutes- 19th October 2020

OM19/10 1: Persons Present/Apologies: No apologies.  All members of the Parish Council in attendance:  Cllr Holland, Cllr Aldridge, Cllr Chown, Cllr Garbett, Cllr Constable, Cllr Martin, Cllr Pearson

Cornwall Councillor Mark Kaczmarek, Mr Tomas Hill and one member of the public also present

OM19/10 2. Chair welcome: Cllr Holland welcomes all to the meeting

OM19/10 3. Declarations of interest: Cllr Chown – grant application for the Carharrack Football Club

OM19/10 4. Cornwall Councillors report: Circulated to all parish councillors prior to the meeting. 

C.C. Kaczmarek invited to address the meeting with an up-date to his report: 

Covid 19 -  County Council lockdown procedures in place. Concerns raised over half term week and number of visitors to Cornwall. Tourism trade effected. Cornwall Council awaiting guidance from central government on next steps. Cornwall remains with low number of Covid-19 cases.

There have been Issues with vehicles within the village without road tax, MOT and insurance. Government gave tax break during lockdown. Police clearing vehicles without current MOT’s from roadside 

It has been noted that there is has been an Increase in fly tipping.

Roy Trelease, conductor of the St Day and Carharrack Silver Band has been presented with a 25 year award for his commitment and service to the community.   It was also noted that Samuel Constable has been providing online music lessons and an expression of thanks was given to both Roy Trelease and Samuel by CC Kaczmarek and the Parish Council.

Questions asked about the Football club and commendations to them on their success so far this season.

Question raised about the continued opening of the Household Waste and Recycling Centre. The scheme of odd and even number plates to access the site on odd and even numbered days to continue.  Staff should continue to assist members of the public with large objects

Geothermal meeting: Cllr Garbett has spoken to Jane Charman and been up-dated about the meeting which he was unable to attend due to technical difficulties.  There had been a seismic event.  Water has been pumped down the up- well at 30 bar of pressure. Elsewhere 800 bars with no issues. Work will restart again but at a much slower rate.  There will be fortnightly meetings to which we are invited and every effort will be made for an attendee from Carharrack Parish Council.  

Cllr Holland reported that the Mills Hall Trust had been working with the Carharrack & St Day Climate Action group on a bid from the Community Infrastructure Levy (CIL Funding) to up-date the Mills Hall and create a “Hub for Sustainability”.  A sustantial amount of work has been done but the bid needs further work and this will be completed next year.  CC Kaczmarek suggested the installation/consideration of charging points for electric bikes. 

OM19/10 5. Public Participation:  Member of the St Day & Carharrack Covid 19 group was invited to speak.  An up date provided and the group up and running again in preparation for the winter months.  Recruiting more volunteers now as many have returned to work.  The Parish Councill to put up the posters around the village.  CC Kaczmarek gave thanks to the group and all involved.  Cllr Garbett will include the poster in the next edition of the Carharrack News.  Cllr Holland commented that we need to encourage members of the community to be more aware of their immediate neighbourhood and for a greater expression of kindness in the coming days.

OM19/10 6. Previous Minutes-all in agreement and signed by Chair 
Matters Arising - Allotments plot fees and the Football Club grant application to be discussed at the November meeting.

OM19/10 7. The Pound:
Cllr Garbett provided a report on The Pound.   He has been working in the Pound field.  The pond needs maintenance due to the damage to the liner but this would be expensive.  In terms of conservation it would be advisable to leave it and this area would remain as a wet area.  The grass has been cut and raked to reduce the nitrium levels and Yellow Rattle sown to reduce the grass growth.  By weakening the grass cover it gives other plants a chance to grow.  There are 400 free trees coming from OVO in March 2021.  Many of those supplied by the Woodland Trust have not survived.  The Parish Council needs to give consideration about possible areas for these trees to be planted and use social media to distribute the trees within the commuity.

It was agreed that a Risk Assessment of the site would be carried out by Cllr Garbett and continued thought given to the future use of this site/area of the village.  Possibly seek guidance from the Cornwall Wildlife Trust.

Cllr Garbett to continue with basis conservation with a hay making regime and continued efforts to reduce the nutrient content.  An article will appear in the next edition of the Carharack News.  General discussion on making the site accessible as a quiet area to sit with a bench.  Possibility of being used as a wildlife information centre with boards.  Encouage engagement with the commuity. 

· Response: There is a fence around the pond to protect it and others. Highlighted the need for a risk assessment, Clerk to organise with Cllr Garbett.

Cllr Aldridge suggested decorating the tree in The Pound for Christmas.  Cllr Holland offered decorations. All AGREED to make this a feature as an entrance to the village.

OM19/10 9. Allotments-Quotes received from four contractors for the proposed work to the sycamore trees on the boundary hedges.  The quotes were for the trees to be shortened in height but after discussion it was agreed that the trees need to be taken down to ground level.  
Proposal: Cllr Aldridge proposed to accept the quote from Cornwall Landscaping but with the additon that the trees are to be taken down to ground level.  Seconded by Cllr Chown

Seek on-going advice for creating hedgehog enviornments for the allotment area from Prickles & Paws.
Discussion- Feedback regarding purchasing, storage and use of a trailer – this will be discussed again next year.

OM19/10 10. Planning: 

· PA20/07018 Comments: Sunrise Hill - cottage that looks abandoned plans do not reflect this. Change in use won’t affect appearance. Agricultural dwelling. Tidying up the insides and rotten roof. 
Concerns - that agricultural becomes residential. Location of developmental boundary in this area. Clerk to ask the planning office for confirmation of the boundary with the planning office.  Looking for sustainable development. Particular application under Q, any agricultural land building to become a dwelling. New planning has changed structural feasibility study. Application won’t be refused because of sustainability. Clerk to check before CPC make comments.

· PA20/04337 Concerns with the access to Carnwood.  Seek guidance form CC highways officer regarding safety of access onto this lane.  

OM19/10 11. Park Stenak:  Cllr Chown provided a report of the responses received from the quesionnaine .

31% response received and the following noted.  Make use of it for children or a wildlife garden. Somewhere to sit. Less for allotments. Some considered the access to be unsuitable. 10 volunteers who want to be involved. Views for Menakan footpath making it more accessible for people. Play area important. Not suitable for community use. Extend gardens of adjacent properties and  use money to fund other community projects. Wildlife garden. Community land. Difficult to access. Park has misuse and rubbish. Houses have the option to purchase. Safe area for children from railway terrace. Dog play area. Cllr Chown will provide full list of responses and circulate to all.

Positives that 10 people have come forward to volunteer.

Access needs to be improved, does lie with the property holders at the current time. Perhaps consideration given to making this access more suitable for everyone, including pushchairs and wheelchairs.

OM19/10 12. Tender: Contract for litter picker and maintenance help – due to seasonal changes this is not required at the present time.  Parish Council needs help with the heavy work, but other aspects such as litter picking and the cleaning of the bus shelters keeps us in direct contact with the community.  Place on hold.  Review next year.

Contract for the maintenance of the bridleways and footpaths to publish before Christmas.  Circulate document via social media and website.  Aim to find a contractor to fulfil this contract in readiness for next year by end of 2020 if possible. 

OM19/10 13. Grants/Donations- funding for the church to provide Outreach Support for members of the community where it is needed most.

The football club line maker-£750 no objections during the meeting but Cllr Martin raised the question of this being a second application from the Carharrack Football Club in one financial year and that it went beyond the criteria set out within the application process.

OM19/10 14. Poppy wreath: Last post played. No event. Samuel to play last post-Cllr Constable to arrange.  Poppies made in the community. Chair to lay wreath for the CPC.

OM19/10 15: Items for the agenda- Speeding in the village and cold calling. Neighbourhood watch. Signs can go up. Clerk to contact neighbourhood watch. 

OM19/10 16.  Public Bodies (Admission to Meetings) Act 1960:
