4. Public Participation – Woodward Property maintenance has come to the meeting to introduce himself. He will be taking over the contract due to the other contractor being injured. 

5. Cornwall Councillors Report- Report read by the chair. 13th September CC drafted a budget. £9.1 million put aside for highways. CC Donnithorne is available for any issues or questions. Planning enforcement being addressed.  NOTE-Brokenshire Corner white lines- put on application for funding- ask Helen Neale.

6. Parish Council Meeting Minutes for the meetings held on Monday 17th July 2023

All in favour it is an accurate description.

To NOTE any matters arising from the Minutes- Bus shelters are looking good, summer fayre was a success. Expressions of interest being put forward to CC. Magazines delivered around the community 800 is a better amount.

7. Allotments, Scarecrow Competition and Harvest Festival- Update from Cllr Holland, the allotments have done very well over the summer. Cllr Harry requests for a tour of the allotments. Scarecrow competition did very well, prizes were awarded to participants. Possibility to give the competition to an outside person in the community to run for the parish council. 8. The Social Club-correspondence for funding and Defibrillator, upcoming training. Cllr Holland reports to the council. Cllr Holland went to the social club after being approached by a member of the club. Signposting to funding has been undertaken. Lack of volunteers for helping the club. They need to update the facilities. They would like to have a defibrillator at the premises, they will be taking the training course. Looking at getting people out and to the club once a week to have a cup of tea. Defibrillator training- £2.50 per person for snacks. All in agreement.
