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Ordinary Council Meeting Minutes – 19th July 2021 

6pm start held at the Mills Hall Carharrack
OM19/07 1. Persons Present: Cllr B Holland (Chairperson), Cllr V Chown (Vice Chairperson), Cllr G Garbett, Cllr J Constable, Cllr V Aldridge, Cllr C Martin, Cllr R Clarke

Apologies were received from Mr T Hill (RFO) and CC Donnithorne
OM19/07 2. Chair Welcome to the meeting and invites members of the council to wear a mask if they wish 
OM19/07 3. Declarations of Interest- no party declared any interest
OM19/07 4. Public Participation- Member of the public informed the Parish Council that the park gate is getting stuck
OM19/07 5. Cornwall Councilors report- feedback to previously circulated report from C.C. Donnithorne.  An issue regarding street names needed further explanation -Clerk to find out more information and advice Parish Councilors
OM19/07 6. Previous Minutes: approved. Matter arising: Cllr Aldridge left the meeting whilst a planning application was considered by the full meeting.
OM19/07 7. Traffic updates: Cllr Holland had contacted local community police team but has not heard back.  St Day Parish Council have offered their support with training.  Cllr Garbett is the “20 is Plenty” lead.  Cornwall Council campaign will likely see this speed restriction introduced across the county.  The collection of data is vital in strengthening our position.   General discussion took place about the traffic problems in the village.   Cllr Martin expressed concerns about the parking on double yellow lines in the village and would like to see a police presence.  
OM19/07 8. Allotments: Open Day - Cllr Aldridge asks to have hand sanitizer at the gate for all visitors to the site.  Updates the Parish Council on the plans and organization for the day.  Refreshments, provided by allotment volunteers, will be available and monies raised will go to charities for cancer and dementia.  Site has been cleaned and prepared.  All members of the Parish Council are invited to attend. Prize giving at 12.30pm. Members of the public will be asked to wear a mask. Clerk to make badges for Parish Council members. 10-2pm for the event. Changes to the annual plot fees, ratify proposal to increase the fees: Proposer- Cllr Constable and seconder – Cllr Garbett.  Polytunnels could have water monitors installed at a cost of £4.95 per monitor.  This can save excessive watering and reduce water consumption.  Cllr Martin questions the increase in fees and the Chairperson reminded him of the discussion that took place at the last meeting and that this was the only way to introduce a fair way to charge for the allotments across the site.  
OM19/07 9. Defibrillator: Cllr Holland- the new defibrillator will cost £1450 plus £450 for the cabinet. St. Pirans Church have agreed to host the defib and the Parish Council are prepared to give a donation for the costs of electricity.   Annual maintenance is £160. Cllr Clarke advised that defibrillators can be obtained “free”, and Cllr Constable agreed to investigate this. 
OM19/07 10. Climate Action Group:  Report of the last meeting provided by Cllr Garbett. St Day and Carharrack Community Primary School are working with the group on various projects. A film is being made.   Peat free information pack has been written and will be available on the website and in the local magazines. Looking for a compost distribution site, locally and to enhance and work on Green Spaces.  Curbside weeds are a problem with the reluctance to use herbicides.  Parked cars hinder the spraying operation.  The group have set up an Unwanted Weed Army (UWA).  Suggestion to hold a “Weed Pick” rather than a “Litter Pick”.   If weeds are not removed, they can damage the tarmac.  
OM19/07 11. Playing Field:  St Day and Carharrack Community Primary School made a visit to the playing field and have come up with a list of improvements they would like to see. A meeting with a focus on this area of the village will have to be held so that further discussion can take place.  Chairperson to circulate the list.  Perhaps in time a group will be formed to work on the park, and they would be in a stronger position to fund raise and complete grant applications.    The Playing Field has been well used this year and the Chair had contacted local toilet hire companies with a view to consider a Portaloo for the 6-week holiday period.  Costs for a week's hire is £65 to include weekly service and clean.  All agreed this was not overly expensive and agreed to trial this for the summer holidays.
OM19/07 12. Police Liaison Meeting reports.  Cllr Chown reports, 6 people at the meeting.  Cllr Chown spoke about the speeding issues and a member of the St. Day Parish Council offered to help with training. Asked about the parking on the junction, nothing the police can do. Report to the DVLA if they are persistent offenders. Concerns about danger of parking. Increased drug issues across the county and within the Redruth area.  Wherever possible the Parish Council to support the community with information and signposting.  Clerk to investigate how to report the issues to the DVLA.
OM19/07 13. Environment: Cllr Garbett: Landmark trees being provided by Cornwall Council.  Our request needs to be put in by Monday 2nd August.   After discussion it was decided to apply for the Lime tree as our first choice, the Field Maple as our second and the Hornbeam as the third.  Proposer Cllr Garbett and seconded by Cllr Constable.  No objections. Cllr Garbett reported that the Ash Tree on The Shute has ash die back disease and will require attention and possible removal.  This could provide a site for the landmark tree.   Footpaths – where necessary for access and safety some have been cut back. Footpath No 6 needs attention at the present time.

OM19/07 15. Finance:  Full list of payments due have been circulated to all Parish Councilors prior to the meeting.  The total value of payments is £1470.00 Proposer: Cllr Chown, seconder: Cllr Aldridge. Cheques will be signed and paid in August and agreed at the meeting in September.   The new bank account with Unity Trust Bank has been opened and guidance provided to Councilors on how the new system will work.   Audit will be on the next agenda.
