Martin, being abroad, it
was RESOLVED that Cllr. Miss V. Aldridge becomes Chairman for this meeting.
PUBLIC CLINIC
There were no matters raised.
Police Report. The Clerk gave figures for both March and April, the former not being available for the last meeting.
March – 3 reported crimes:

Burglary Trevince Park Investigation complete, no suspect identified
Neighbourhood Watch Report – Christopher Cottell reported that there had been a spate of thefts from cars at various points in the village recently but the two culprits had been caught on camera and arrested. The locking of cars, even on parking areas outside of dwellings, is strongly recommended. The next meeting of Carharrack NHW is on Thursday next, 20th June.
Cornwall Councillor Mark Kaczmarek reported:
· Two Biffa waste bins have been placed in the lay-by in Pennance Road with rubbish being dumped in them and he is concerned that this will lead to the lay-by becoming a fly tipping area. He will seek to have the bins removed;
· Unauthorised travellers have moved on to the site at Wheal Jewel with associated scrap appearing and bonfires being lit. He is pressing for Cornwall Housing to have the travellers moved on and for a barrier to be installed that will prevent access for such travellers;
· He has had a meeting with Camborne Sector Inspector Billy Mcwhirter at which the Wheal Jewel situation, along with other matters, was discussed. Inspector Mcwhirter is in favour of a barrier being installed and confirmed that the anomaly of the entrance to Wheal Jewel being in the Camborne Police Sector and the site itself being in the Falmouth Police Sector has been overcome by the whole site now being regarded as being in the Camborne Sector;
· A rescue helicopter landed at Carn Marth yesterday after circling the area for some time but he had no further details.
(On his late arrival at this meeting, for which he apologised, Cllr. Garbett indicated that he was aware that this had been a training exercise.)

ENVIRONMENTAL ISSUES
Footpaths
C.C. Kaczmarek commented that the finger post on Sunrise Hill where Footpath 2 crosses the highway remains in a less than an upright position, he having reported this around two years ago. With the finger post at Sparry Bottom still in a leaning position, it was agreed to send a further reminder to Gavin Henderson.
C.C. Kaczmarek left the meeting at this point, 7.30 p.m.
It was RESOLVED that our existing contractor, Mark Herman, be invited to carry out footpath maintenance in the parish for the coming season.
The Clerk reported that CORMAC had agreed to attend to the reported overgrown footway linking Tresithney Road with Footpath 9 and Cllr. Mrs. Chown confirmed that she had seen work being carried out there today. He also reported that Cornwall Council’s 2018/19 L.M.P. grant had safely arrived.
Carn Marth Trust
Cllr. Garbett reported a poorly attended puppet show at Carn Marth last week but the appearance of 3 Daft Monkeys later in the month could well attract a good audience. A wedding is to take place there next week.
Highway Matters
The Clerk reported that CORMAC had acknowledged the need for a replacement road sign at Croft Row.
Litter Picking,
It was confirmed that the next litter picking session will take place on Friday evening, 12th July with the Clerk collecting and making available the litter picking gear provided by Cornwall Council.
Recreation Ground
The situation regarding the replacement or otherwise of the wooden fencing removed from the area near the junior swings is unclear and the Acting Chairman offered to make enquiries from I.C.E. to see if they can throw light on the matter.
Carharrack News Quarterly Magazine
The Summer edition had arrived promptly from the printers following payment but, for an unknown reason, a duplicate delivery was made shortly afterwards. There was debate concerning roads/streets to be covered by Councillors when delivering the magazines to households in the parish and an agreement reached that Cllrs. Mrs. Chown and Garbett would liaise to draw up a final version of the distribution lists.
Defibrillator
It was noted that the defibrillator has been now installed on the front of the Mills Hall building, together with a double external power socket, and so an invoice is likely to be received shortly from the electrician involved. RESOLVED to settle this account and await information from Linzi Berryman regarding training.
Notice Boards
The Acting Chairman had obtained pricing for the supply of Foamex sheeting to be attached to the boards to make the use of drawing pins easier when attaching notices but there would be a problem with attaching the sheeting to the boards when taking into account the rounded heads of coach bolts used to attach the boards to mounting posts. The Clerk undertook to follow-up.
Climate Emergency
Cllr. Garbett felt that it would be a good idea to have a stall at the forthcoming Summer Fair in the Recreation Ground on 20th July to promote a good attitude towards basic actions to be taken by parishioners to reduce carbon emissions. Because the Fair will take place before the next meeting of this Council, he is to e-mail Councillors with his proposal and seek responses.

ALLOTMENTS
The Acting Chairman reported that the current spell of wet weather has meant that an area near the entrance gate and other points in the car parking area have become muddy when some plot holders have continued to park inside the field rather than leaving their vehicles on the highway outside. In general, the site is looking in very good order with plot holders clearly giving experienced attention to their plots but there are a small number where little or no cultivations have been carried out. The Clerk took note of the plots involved and is to contact the individuals concerned.
