DRAFT MINUTES

1. Persons Present – Cllr Holland (Chair), Cllr Chown (Vice Chair), Cllr Aldridge, Cllr Clarke, Cllr Garbett, Cllr Martin. Clerk Mrs. Picton
Apologies- CC Connor Donnithorne, Cllr Constable.
2. Chair welcome- Chair opens the meeting with a welcome to all members of the parish council and the clerk.
3. Declarations of interest- None
4. Public Participation- no members of the public present
5. Cornwall councilors report- Report circulated prior to the meeting to councilors. Chair discusses with the parish councilors the conversation about the island pedestrian crossing. An amount has been proposed for the parish council to contribute to the project. A discussion about the project ensues with all members of the parish council. Concerns for the costs, where the quote is from and could there be other quotes put forward. The financial report is looked at to see if there is any money spare to put forward for the project. The parish council AGREE that they would like to have some more information about this project. AGREED It is important for the village to have a crossing, and to try to control the speeding. ACTION: Clerk to ask St Day how much their crossing cost. Contact Connor to ask for the quotes and plans and costings. AGREED there will be a contribution from CPC after the requests are met.

6. Parish Council minutes- AGREED Proposed Cllr Aldridge, Second Cllr Clarke.

Matters arising: Bus shelter vandalized on Fore street, it has been reported to the police. Hedges Pound to Vogue have been cut. Defibrillators, looking at quotes. Planning application, a member of the public was in touch after the last meeting. Concerns have been brought to the meeting today via correspondence. Discussion ensues about the previous planning application. Noted in the meeting.

Parish council updated by Clerk about the internal audit, here has been a shortage in auditors, so there is only one quote for council to consider. All in agreement Proposed Cllr Aldridge, second Cllr Chown. Action: Clerk to arrange the internal audit.

8. Noticeboards- Location has been found in the community. Worries about local vandalism after the bus shelter had a smashed window. Green barns company. Councilors discuss the options in the information sent to the Chair. Looking at sizes and logistics. A contractor approved by highways has been requested by Cornwall Council. Community boards need to be reviewed whether they stay or are taken down as many are in need of maintenance. Request to ask members of the public to take their notices down when the event has finished. AGREED to take the old ones down when the new one arrives. All AGREE to have the chosen location. AGREED for an 8-panel notice board. ACTION- Quotes for size chosen and quotes sought for installation. Formal approval sought from CC.

9. Queens Platinum Jubilee- Cllr Clarke contacted the local school for a report about the school, but unfortunately has not had a response. ACTION-Follow up email to be sent out. Councilors discuss the information from the recent ICE group meeting. Cllr Aldridge reports information about the social media advert that she had previously posted. There is a small committee collected to ask their views. There is a meeting arranged to discuss what would like to be done on Thursday. Councilors discuss ideas and issues surrounding the event. ACTION-to see who turns up to the meeting and information to be brought back to the April meeting.

10. LMP- Local Maintenance Partnership agreement for the cutting of the parish footpaths and bridleways and consider tenders from contractors for the 2022 year. Cllr Holland reads out the tenders to the parish council. CC allocate £796.16 for the LMP. Three tenders to consider for councilors, from 3 companies. Discussion of the tenders by council. 
Proposing Tiger Medical quote Cllr Aldridge, Seconded by Cllr Chown. 
Footpath number 4 will be cut with advice, contractor not to go to cut the path. Contract for one year with new contractor. 
ACTION- Clerk to email contractors with council decision. 

11. The Pound Field- Cllr Garbett reports back to the council about recent work at the Pound field. Work carried out has been excellent and the parish council are very pleased. Councilors discuss the plans for the pond liner and which one to go with. Quotes have been given by the contractor for the work to continue. Work updates and photos to be shared on the website and Parish council social media page. ACTION- Cllr Garbett to seek advice from an outside party. The notice board to be made for the Pound, design to be made for consideration. 

12. Bus shelter cleaning- Cllr Martin organized the cleaning of the bus shelter, Friday 11th February was the first clean. There will be quarterly cleans. AGREED and proposed by Cllr Martin, seconded Cllr Clarke. Short discussion about vandalism to the bus shelter, it has been reported by Cllr Holland to the police. ACTION- to have the glass repaired in the next few weeks.
13. Report from St Day & Carharrack Climate Action Group - Cllr Garbett reports to the council about the meeting. Climate literacy training, free and open to the Parish council if they wish, 2 members are welcome to train and share. Cllr Chown would like to attend the course. ACTION- to sign up to the course online if decided.
14. Report from Geothermal Webinar Update - Cllr Garbett reports to council about this meeting. Led by Jane Chapman. Heat energy to be changed into electricity. United downs geothermal project in the magazine. New sites being looked for in Cornwall.
